Shakespeare Assignment Requirements

1. Scene/Mono must be memorized.

2. Scene/Mono should give you the opportunity to demonstrate excellent projection, diction, rate, pitch, and rhythm.

3. Students will turn in a self-assessment for their rehearsal process.

4. Scenes/Monos will be chosen on a first come first serve basis.  No two students will be allowed to do the same poem.

	Stage Presence-You need to look comfortable and energetic when you perform your story.
	Great energy, stands out, went outside comfort zone. Holds the audience’s attention polished memorization
	Good but possibly lacking energy or excitement in the vocal performance, memorized, faltered 1 or 2 times
	Average energy,  faltered on memorization 3-5 times, some fidgeting or unconfident stance
	Very minimal attempt at looking confident, partially memorized, lots of fidgeting, 
	No confidence, not memorized, 

	Blocking-Movement during scene or mono
	Excellent effort at making the movement look motivated and natural.  Helps tell the story.  Is appropriate.
	Good effort at blocking  1 or 2 places that didn’t look motivated.  Is appropriate
	Minimal effort at blocking.  Inappropriate blocking or lacking creativity.
	Needs improvement on blocking. Uninteresting.  
	Little or no effort on blocking.  Inappropriate for the character/scene.  

	Language-Knowledge of iambic pentameter, prose, poetry, and imagery is used to help your performance
	Kept the language and speech sounding completely natural and unrehearsed.  Uses language to help color their performance.
	Good effort at using the language but possibly had problems with rhythm or pronunciation.  Lacking that extra spark.
	Average use of language.  Does not use the words to help color the story.
	Lacking color and energy in the performance.  Does not use the words and does not understand what they are saying.
	No understanding or effort at all to use the language to tell the story of the scene/mono.

	Characterization-You know who you’re playing and how they play a part in the scene/mono
	Excellent understanding of the character.  Objectives are clear and the stakes are high.
	Good understanding of character but objectives or the stakes may be unclear.
	Basic understanding of the character.  No depth.  Knowledge of objectives, but no stakes are clear.
	Very little knowledge of character and/or play
	No knowledge of character, plot,, objectives or tactics.

	Diction-You are speaking clearly enough that we understand what you’re saying.
	Excellent clarity of words.  All words can be understood.
	Good clarity of words.  1-3 words that couldn’t be understood.
	Average clarity of words.  Several words that couldn’t be understood.
	Needs improvement in clarity.  Most of the story couldn’t be understood.
	Couldn’t understand any of the words.

	Projection-You are speaking loud enough that we can hear you and you use variety in volume to make the story interesting
	Excellent effort at making sure we understand ALL parts of the story.  Not one section we couldn’t hear
	Good effort at volume.  1 or 2 places we couldn’t hear.
	Minimal effort at projection.  Several places we couldn’t hear.
	Needs improvement on projection.  Couldn’t hear the performance more than we could hear it.
	Couldn’t hear any of the performance at all.
