Appropriate Rehearsal Techniques

· Have your performance piece ready to go.  If it needs to be cut for time restraints or content, cut that before you get to rehearsal.
· Bring a pencil to write notes in your script and performance notes afterward.
· Come to the rehearsal already having practiced what you can on your own.
· If you are not being used you need to remain quiet so that the director or your teacher can give directions or acting notes.  If you are offstage and are waiting to come on stage, you should be working on your part or helping someone else in the cast with theirs. 
· Block your performance during the rehearsal.  All blocking or choreography should be written down in your script.
· Once you’ve blocked your performance, you should be working on memorization at every opportunity.  
· After memorization you need to work on making sure you have a clear character(s) for your performance and figure out how your part fits in with the rest of the show.
· Even if you don’t say anything but you are onstage, it is YOUR job to figure out what your character is doing during the performance.  Give yourself a reason to be onstage. 
· Come to each rehearsal warmed up and ready to start.  All your outside problems need to be left outside of rehearsal.  Bring a positive attitude.
· Make sure you are on time.  If you have to be late, please call the stage manager (or director if the stage manager is unavailable) with enough time for them to come up with something to rehearse if you can’t be there right at the very beginning.  Many productions won’t cast you again if you have a problem with attendance.
· Don’t direct other performers in your cast.  That is the director’s job.  It creates a weird feeling between you and them.  If you have an idea or a problem with what’s going on onstage you need to talk to the director or stage manager first.  The direction needs to come from them.
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
