_________________Introduction to pantomime.  Watch video or live demonstration of pantomime performance.  Pantomime assignment given.  Requirements for the assignment reviewed.  Demonstration of relaxation techniques.

_________________Pantomime techniques.  Review of relaxation techniques.  Pantomime techniques will be demonstrated and taught.  Discussion of movement to create characters.  Students may choose to work on this assignment with a partner or by themselves.

_________________Creating story and characters with movement.  Watching examples of performers who have created good story and character with their bodies.  Example of plot structure.  Marcel Marceau example.  Discussion of how to incorporate plot structure when writing a story.  Time to work on pantomime in class.
_________________Rehearsal Day.  Students will have this class period to rehearse and polish their performances.  
_________________Preview Performances.  Students will perform their pantomimes, get a preview grade for the performance, and will receive notes from the teacher on how to improve their performance for their final grade.

_________________Rehearsal Day in class to fix and improve performances.
_________________Final Performances.  Demonstration of Walkaway #3 in movement performance.
Pantomime Assignment Requirements

1. Pantomime can be done solo or with one other partner.

2. Pantomime be longer than 1 minute.

3. Pantomime must be an original story.  The plot line and characters must be clear.

4. Pantomime should give you an opportunity to demonstrate control of your body to create imaginary objects, facial expressions, and the physicalities of characters.

5. Students will turn in a self-assessment for their performances.

	Story-Your story for the pantomime is well thought out, clear, and polished.
	Great energy, stands out, went outside comfort zone. Holds the audience’s attention.  Details of the story are clear and polished
	Good but possibly lacking energy or excitement in the movement performance, 1 or 2 places where the story wasn’t clear
	Average energy,  story lacked focus and drive.  Several places where the story wasn’t clear or polished.
	Very minimal attempt at looking confident, lack of fluidity in the story, looked unpolished for most of the performance.  Partial performance
	 No attempt at the performance, couldn’t understand the story at all because the plot line was unclear and unpolished throughout.

	Facial Expression-Using your face to help convey emotion and plot
	Excellent effort at making sure we understand ALL emotions in the story.  Made sure we could see your face in all parts of the story.
	Good effort at facial expression.  1 or 2 places where emotion wasn’t clear or where we couldn’t see your face.
	Average effort at facial expression.  Several places we couldn’t see.  Not much energy behind the emotion.
	Needs improvement on facial expression.  Uninteresting to watch.  Emotions and plot were unclear. Partial performance.
	No facial expressions at all.

	Characterization-Using your body to create a clear character and how that character fits into the story.
	Kept the pantomime interesting by having a clear character and were using the entire body to convey who that character was.  High amounts of focus and energy.
	Good effort at characterization but was not particularly striking or polished.
	Average characterization.  We could tell you had a character but were not using the entire body to convey that person.  Physicalities for that character need work.
	Used physicalities very little.  Character was unclear.  Partial performance.
	No characterization at all.  

	Pantomime Technique-How well you can execute the pantomime techniques you were taught in class.
	Excellent use of tension, resistance, control of muscles in body.  Objects were consistent in place, size and weight.
	Good use of techniques.  1 or 2 places where objects changed or where muscle control could use some work.
	Average use of technique.  Several places where objects changed or where muscle control could use work.
	Very little technique.  Objects changed frequently, little tension in muscles.  Made the story line unclear. Partial Performance.
