Scene Requirements
1. Scene must be memorized.

2. Script must be turned in with objectives, tactics, and plot structure clearly labled.
3. Student must be able to demonstrate how to use emotional recall and focus in their performance.  Student must turn in a self-assessment of their rehearsal process.

4. Script should be based on a real-life experience.

5. Students must turn in another example of a scene with clearly labled plot structure, objectives, and tactics.

Monologue Requirements
1. Students must be able to demonstrate a correct introduction and ending for their monologue

2. Students must turn in a characterization assignment.

3. Monologue must be 30-45 seconds long.

4. Students should know what their script is about, who their character is, and what is happening at the moment in performance.

5. Correct performance techniques must be used.

Step 4:  Type a copy of the script and print out two copies.

Step 5:  Each person in the partnership must turn in a copy of your scene with your character’s objectives and tactics labeled.  Please also label the plot structure in your lines.

Step 6:  Find a scene from a different play (one already published).

Step 7:  Make a copy of the scene to turn in to Ms. Jennings.

Step 7:  Label objectives and tactics for all characters in the scene. 

Step 8:  Label plot structure for the scene.

Step 9:  Turn it in.

Step 10:  Rehearse and perform your original scene.

Step 11:  Take written walkaway on plot structure, objectives, and tactics.
